Tuesday and Wednesday concerts will take place in outdoor plazas and open spaces
throughout Downtown Bellevue, while Bellevue Galleria's Compass Plaza hosts each
Thursday concert. The annual Rockaraoke contest will be August 20 at Bellevue Galleria.

“The Live at Lunch lineup has something for everyone,” said BDA Events Director Mike
Ogliore. “The concerts are free, easy to get to and draw people eager for a lunch break filled
with great live music. Our audience keeps growing year after year.”
